v" Bullock Creek High School will be hosting concessions. Food and beverages are not allowed in the theatre
or dressing rooms at any time. Tables and chairs are available in the lobby area on a rotating basis,
meaning that guests should enjoy a snack or meal, and then make the table available for other guests. The
cafeteria is open for the duration of the competition, as well as an outdoor patio (weather pending).
Dancers and spectators are welcome to utilize the cafeteria for snacks and meals. Please see the
Participant Information Packet in regards to studio snack table guidelines.
